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Underinsured motorists are drivers who have purchased auto liability insurance but cause an
accident that results in injury costs that exceed their chosen liability policy limits. UIM rates are
determined by both the chosen liability policy limits and the accident victim’s reported losses from
their injuries. Thus, UIM rates are influenced by upward pressure on average claim severity.
